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I denne vejledning tages udgangspunkt i udsendelsen ”Ross Kemp i Los Angeles”. Ross Kemp er en britisk 

skuespiller, som gennem flere programmer bl.a. har rejst rundt og undersøgt livet for kriminelle og 

bandemedlemmer i flere storbyer i verden (på det lokale CFU kan man rekvirere andre af Ross Kemps 

udsendelser, hvis man ønsker at supplere). 

Los Angeles er en af de største højborge for bandekriminalitet. Paradoksalt nok er det også denne by, 

verden forbinder med rigdom, berømmelse og succes. Udsendelsen viser virkelighedens verden – den 

anden side, hvor store områder af Los Angeles hærges af bander og kriminalitet. 

Udsendelsen kan benyttes i forbindelse med temaer om: Racism, Crime, Life on the Edge, Another Way of 

Life, Relationships o.m.a. 

 

”I årtier var Los Angeles gangsterscene domineret af de sorte bander The Crips og Bloods. Indtil 1990 var der 

sjældent konflikter mellem afro-amerikanske og latinamerikanske gangsterbander, men det ændrede sig i 

begyndelsen af 1990'erne. En massiv illegal indvandring fra Mexico har gjort latinamerikanere til den 

største minoritet i USA. I dag er de områder i Los Angeles med det højeste antal mord de områder, der deles 

mellem sorte og latinamerikanere, hvor mange i de sorte samfund klager over nærmest at være ofre for 

latinamerikanernes forsøg på etnisk udrensning. Ross Kemp forsøger at finde op og ned på konflikten og 

undersøger bl.a. anklagerne om, at de latinamerikanske bander handler efter ordre fra den mexicanske 

mafia” (DR1s programomtale). 

 

For vores elever i grundskolen kan denne øjenåbner omkring, at medierne oftest laver meget ensidige og 

glamourøse skildringer af L.A., være meget relevant og lærerig i forhold til deres viden om kultur og 

samfundsforhold. Via denne vejledning fokuseres der bl.a. på dette kendskab, jf. Fælles Mål 2009, men 

også flere andre trinmål- og slutmål for 9. kl. 

Vejledningen er bygget op omkring Task-Based Learning med opgaver til før, under og efter, man har set 

filmen. Endvidere anvendes der i forslagene til opgaver strukturer fra Cooperative Learning. Beskrivelser af 

CL strukturerne er hentet fra bogen ”Undervisning med samarbejdsstrukturer – Cooperative Learning” af 

Jette Stenlev/Spencer Kagan, Alinea 2009 – Flere af beskrivelserne er tilrettet, så de passer ind i aktiviteten 

i denne vejledning.

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Omfang:

 Los Angeles… Write 10-15 lines about Los Angeles as you see it – what impression do you have 

about L.A.? 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

(Teacher: Tell the students to give each other numbers from 1-4 in groups - Write one question at a time on 

the blackboard.)  

 Person number 1 answers question number 1 first, the others take it turns afterwards – if a student 

has difficulties answering a question, he/she can start by summing up, what the others have said.  

 Person number 2 answers question 2 first etc. Give the group 2-3 minutes to talk about each 

question 

 

Questions: 

 What do you know about gangs and gang life already? 

 Have we got gangs in Denmark – who, where, how do they operate? 

 Is there a difference between the gangs we have in DK and the ones in for example L.A.? 

 Give reasons why you think, some people (youngsters) end up in gangs? 

 Gangs – fascinating, stupid, scary or… - why? 
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Take a look at the following pictures, all taken from the programme – maybe they can help you get ideas 

and impressions. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 In the group: Make a list of words related to “Gangs” – Write down all the words that you think 

could be useful when talking about gangs and crime. Find at least 20 words – nouns, adjectives, 

verbs… it doesn´t matter. 

- Use enclosure 1 – a few words are given to you already – translate them yourselves. 

Save your list and add more words while watching the programme. 

While watching: 

Recommendation: Watch the entire programme first – Talk shortly about your impressions and opinions. 

 Fill out enclosure 2 with your personal notes while you watch. 

 

 Afterwards watch it again and make stops to do (some of?)the following exercises: 

 Have enclosure 1 and a pencil ready – note all the gang related words that you hear. 
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 Make short descriptions of the different gang members (Joker, Bloodhound, Tiny Smurf and True 

Blue, Pisto, the former member of “La Eme”) whom we meet in the programme – Name, age, gang 

name, appearance, values, and beliefs?  

Write down keywords while watching/hearing the part of the programme, where they are being 

interviewed – maybe enclosure 2, which you´ve already filled out, can help you, too.

 “Placemat Consensus” (Møde på midten - Cooperative Learning) –  

Work in a group of four people – Take a piece of A3 sized paper. Draw a square in the middle (5x10 

cm) and divide the rest of the paper in four areas – one for each student. 

 Each student writes his/her keywords/sentences about one of the gang members. 

  When all are done, the students take it in turns to present what they have written.  

 Afterwards the group agrees on a description of the gang member, and they write the 

description in the square in the middle.

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 These persons are all members or former members of different gangs – Do they have anything in 

common, or are they as different as their gangs? Group- or class discussion. 

 

 

 Find the meaning of the different words/phrases: 

 “Bad standing” 

 “Puto Mark” 

 “Hard Hit” 

 “Greenlight” 

 “Code of Silence” 

 

        Talk about them in “Pairs Compare” (Par-sammenligning – CL struktur): 

1. The teacher asks a question/gives the students a task (The task above) 

2. The students discuss their answers/ideas with their (shoulder)partner. 

3. The two pairs in a group compare their answers. 

4. The group/team agrees on a good answer or makes new answers together. 

 

Write your definitions down. 

 

 

 Driving in Los Angeles you sometimes see, shoes hanging down from wires –  

 Explain what this means. 

 Why do you think they do this? 

 Does it tell anything about the feelings/values or beliefs of gang 

members?  

 

 

After watching: 

 Choose a section of the film. Work together in pairs – one student sits with 

his/her back towards the screen; the other student watches the section (Turn off the sound) and 

explains to the partner, what is going on. Switch roles. 

 

- Use your list of gang related words to help you explain what is going on.

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 Work together in groups. Make five questions for the programme to check your understanding and 

what it tells about life in a gang. (Teacher: Make it possible for the students to go and watch parts 

of the programme while working with this task) 

 

- Help each other make interesting questions that cannot be answered with yes or no, but 

preferably requires consideration  - Talk about what you think is important or interesting to 

know about in connection with this broadcast/this theme and then make the questions – write 

each question on a small piece of paper. 

 

E.g.:  

 Why do you think some people end up in gangs?    

 Why doesn´t Joker want his kids to end up in a gang when he´s so    committed to one 

himself? 

 Pisto says: “If they´re not in my gang, then fuck´em” – What does this tell us about him 

and his respect for other people. 

   Maybe things like tattoos, respect for human life, family, money, law and order etc. can be relevant things 

to talk about. 

 

 Play a game of “Quiz-Quiz-Trade” (Quiz og byt) with the questions: (CL- struktur) 

 

All students have a question card.  

 

1. The students walk around in class and find a partner (from another team/group). 

2. Partner A asks his/her question 

3. Partner B answers 

4. Partner A helps and  

5. The partners switch roles – B asks a question, A answers. 

6. The partners switch cards. 

7. The say goodbye, find a new partner and begin again from step 2.
